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Seagrass monitors feted at international conference

Environmental monitoring work undertaken
by a Rockingham volunteer group has been
recognised at an international seagrass
biology conference.

The Rockingham Bays Seagrass Monitoring
Group has been monitoring seagrass in the
Shoalwater Marine Park since 2002.

Long-term member Elaine Christy presented
a poster on the group’s work to the 8th
International Seagrass Biology Workshop

at Canada’s Vancouver Island last year.

“The conference was extremely interesting

and people were very interested in what our
voluntary group did and what we had achieved,”
Elaine said.

“Ours is the only successful voluntary group
we know of that is monitoring a discrete
seagrass system.”

She said group members also reported regularly
on boating and recreational activities in the
Shoalwater Marine Park.

“The coastline is
very important,”
said Elaine.

“All of the
information
collected by our
group is sent to
the Department
of Environment
and Conservation,
and Belinda
Cannell,

who studies

the metropolitan
population of little
penguins, looks at
our data.”

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8 Storeman Peter
N Vlasich retires
after full life

Fremantle Ports’ Inner Harbour maintenance
storeman Peter Vlasich retired recently after
23 years’ service.

Peter came to Fremantle Ports after an amazing
life which began in Prizba on Korcula off the
Dalmatian coast.

He was born under an olive tree in 1937 and
wrapped in a horse blanket. A woman riding
past came to the aid of his mother, who had
been working in the olive grove.

Peter’s early childhood was spent in terror and
deprivation during WWII, his island occupied

by Italian and German forces. His partisan father
was arrested and tortured, the torture resulting in
permanent disability. A 19-year-old cousin was shot
dead walking 200 metres home after the 6pm curfew.

Peter and his parents were evacuated to a refugee
camp in Egypt. Returning home, Peter tried to
escape by taking the family’s fishing boat to Italy
but got caught in a storm. He was rescued but
jailed by border control.

Peter’s father then helped him migrate to Australia.
He joined his uncle in Broken Hill and worked as a

Harbour Master champions seafarer training

Fremantle Ports’ Harbour Master, Captain Allan
Gray, is concerned about the declining number
of young people going to sea and has become a
strong voice to encourage more people to work
in the maritime industry.

“Australia is experiencing a shortage in skilled
labour in many industry sectors and the maritime
sector is no exception,” he said.

“Whilst the seagoing sector is struggling to
attract new recruits, Fremantle Ports and
regulatory sectors of the maritime industry
have traditionally sourced their skilled people
such as pilots, harbour masters and operational
managers directly from the seagoing sector.

“This cannot currently be supported and it is
time for the industry to consider less traditional
streams of training to meet future demand.

“One difficulty is that the speed at which seafarers
are being promoted does not allow them to

40 partners and 60 exhibitors. Delegates will include
not only harbour masters but professional people
associated with the maritime industry world-wide.

Alan Coghlan and secretary Mike Hadley visited
Captain Atkinson in January to see venues and
meet event organisers.

“We have no members from China or other parts of
the Far East and there is huge expansion in maritime

trade in the region,” he said. “So it’s important to
expose more people to the value of the IHMA.”

This will be the first time that this prestigious IHMA
event has been brought to the Australasian region.

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Cruise visit update

When the cruise liner Athena departs
Fremantle on 27 March, it will mark the
26th cruise vessel visit to Fremantle in
the 2008 — 2009 cruising season, which began
on 29 October 2008.

On 2 May, the Sun Princess will start a series
of visits running through to 25 August before
the next season starts again in November.

As befits such a busy season, there have been a
number of maiden voyages to Fremantle, including
the cruise liners Diamond Princess, Dawn Princess,
Athena and Arcadia.

The new Cunard Queens will be visiting Fremantle
next year — the 2000-passenger Queen Victoria

in February and the 3090-passenger Queen Mary

2 in March. The 151,000 tonne Queen Mary 2 is a
huge liner which cruises at 28.5 knots and made
its maiden voyage in January 2004. Its maiden visit
to Sydney last year caused major traffic jams as
people crowded to see it.

There will be an estimated 30,000 passengers

and 10,000 crew members visiting or passing
through Fremantle as a result of these cruise

visits to 30 June 2009. A total of 16,470 passengers
and 5748 crew came through Fremantle from

29 October to |5 February.

Terminal refurbishment

To improve facilities for cruise passengers and
the general public, Fremantle Ports is currently
upgrading the Fremantle Passenger Terminal.

The $2 million upgrade includes a revamped
car park design, new pedestrian walkway,

new portable ramps for people with disabilities,
repainting some internal walls, a new public
address system, refurbished toilets and an
upgrade of the old shop fronts in the upper
foyer to provide more space and improve

the flow of passengers through the building.

While some of the upgrades have been completed,
Fremantle Ports is still in the process of undertaking
these improvements and it is hoped to have the
majority of these done by the end of this year.
